Minutes

Empire Zone
Marty Regan reported that an application has been submitted on behalf of Dodge Printing for

zone certification. Marty indicated that he did not believe there would be any problems with
receiving approval as the State has indicated the application looks good. Marty is also preparing
to send the Business Annual Reports out to all Empire Zone certified business. These reports are
required to be returned by June 13", Company’s not completing the report are subject to de-
certification. Marty expressed concerns regarding Erie Educational in Frankfort and was not
aware of their current operating status. Erie is also reguired to submit a BAR and would be
subject to de-certification if one is not submitted.

Frankfort 58 South Business Park - Update
Mark reviewed the recent events regarding the Town of Frankfort board meeting last week and

their approval and signing of all required documents. Jim Wallace inquired as to when we can
expect to begin receiving the $500,000 in grant funds, which have been approved by Senator
Seward for the well installation. Mark explained the contract work is ongoing but drawdowns
cannot begin until the permit has been issued. It is anticipated that the necessary permits could be
received within 7 to 10 days.

Mike Reese also suggested that we try again for some state funding to assist with the
development of the F3SSBP. This involves monies supposedly included in the state budget for
upstate development.
