New York State Comptroller Report

Empire Zone

Marty Regan reported. He is still awaiting approval of the Dodge Printing Empire Zone certification
application from the state and does not anticipate any problems. He also noted that the BAR reports are
coming in from the already certified businesses; they are due by June 13.

Frankfori th

Mark reported that we are still awaiting approval from DEC and DOH to proceed with the project as both
agencies are involved; DOH recommends approval to DEC and DEC issues the actual permit. (’Brien &
Gere received a response from DOH which included a list of additional issues not previously identified.
They will be responding to the letter this week. DEC is expected to issue the permit after hearing from
DOH.

Senator Seward Letter - $50.000 Grant
Senator Seward has again approved funding to Herkimer County to assist with the infrastructure

development at the FSSSBP. He previously approved $500,000 in necessary funding for construction of the
new well. In order to facilitate the engineering services for the well construction the board previously
approved a contract for engineering services with O’Brien & Gere, not to exceed $84,500.00. The Senator
authorized an additional $50,000 to cover a shortfall for this contract. The Agency and Herkimer County are
